We live in Idea and Invention Rich Rochester NY!
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In 1846, George Baldwin Selden was born in Clarkson, NY. In 1895,
Mr. Selden was granted the first U.S. patent for an automobile and started
Selden Motor Car Company based in Rochester NY.

In 1874, William Gleason's machine shop invented the first bevel gear
planer, starting a new industry. Today, Gleason bevel gear machinery is the
Gold Standard Worldwide in the manufacture of Automobile Transmissions.
In 1884, Gleason's daughter Kate became the first woman to ever study
engineering at Cornell University.

In 1879, the Mail Chute was developed by James G. Cutler, a former Mayor
of Rochester. People on upper floors could drop their mail into the chute so
that the mailperson could then pick it up in the lobby.

In 1892, the first "Automatic" Voting Machine was invented by Rochester
resident Jacob H. Myers. It was intended to replace the hand-tabulated bal-
lots that were used. These first machines were used in the 1896 election.

In 1904, George and Francis French developed "French's Mustard".

In 1918, a restaurant was founded by its namesake. The Garbage Plate,
despite many variants all based on the same theme, as holder of the
trademark, Nick Tahou Hots is the only restaurant able to use the name.
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Symphony, invented the Gold Standard in color film ¢ Kodachrome.

In 1975, a local Company by the name of Xerox, at their PARC research

facility, invented a way to connect computers on a Network using a system
they called Ethernet. 36 years later, it continues to be the World Standard.

In 1985, Jolt Cola, with "twice the caffeine and all the taste", was created in
Rochester by C. J. Rapp. It is now produced around the world under license.
